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and will support the Government’s efforts for the renewal and improvement of science and
technology education.

5. The Parties will extend co-operation for the development of international normative
instruments concerning the recognition of studies, degrees and diplomas, based on existing
conventions and recommendations.

6.  Through its office in Bucharest, UNESCO will assist Ukraine in the preparation of a
monograph on higher education in Ukraine.

7. In view of the importance attached by Ukraine to education and training for the
establishment of a culture of peace, the strengthening of democratic principles, tolerance and
mutual respect for cultures, and of the role played by education systems in this process, the
relevant Ukrainian institutions will co-operate with UNESCO in developing the UNITWIN/
UNESCO Chairs Programme, the Associated Schools Project and UNESCO Clubs Network.
Ukraine proposes to establish a UNESCO Chair on "Philosophy of mutual understanding and
peace among the nations" at the National University "Kiev-Mohyla Academy". That Chair
may in particular develop a curriculum and a prototype for a manual on "Culture of Peace and
Tolerance" for higher education systems.

8. UNESCO will assist Ukraine in promoting the development and use of the new
information and communication technologies in education, in particular the development and
improvement of distance learning methods and the use of the Internet to this end.

SCIENCE

1. The Parties will continue their co-operation in basic sciences, particularly biology and
biotechnology. UNESCO will consider the possibility of establishing a UNESCO Chair in
cryobiology at the Kharkiv Institute of Cryobiology and Cryomedicine Problems for research
and training in basic cryobiology and its applications in medecine, agriculture, environmental
protection, preservation of genetic resources, production and preservation of food, etc.

2. Having regard to the importance of bioinformatics as an indispensable tool for bio-
logical, medical and molecular genetics research, Ukraine supports UNESCO’s International
Bioinformatics Network and will actively participate in this initiative.

3. Through its office situated in Venice, UNESCO will ensure its participation in the
project concerning the establishment of an International Chernobyl Scientific and Research
Radioecological Laboratory in Ukraine.

4, The Parties will strengthen their co-operation in the area of energy, particularly in the
use of new and renewable sources of energy and energy-conserving technologies within the
framework of the World Solar Programme 1996-2005. Ukraine is ready to implement this
Programme, in particular the Black Sea regional project, with UNESCO assistance.
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5. With the support of UNESCO, Ukraine will continue to contribute actively to the work
of its intergovernmental scientific programmes as follows:

a) Under the Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Programme, UNESCO will provide
technical advice to help the Ukrainian authorities to prepare biosphere reserves
nominations for inclusion in the World Network.

b)  Ukraine is interested in participating in the programmes related to the Global
Ocean Observing System (GOOS) and relevant projects of UNESCO’s Inter-
governmental Oceanographic Commission (IOC). It will support the implementation of
the IOC regional programme for the Black Sea on marine sciences and observations.

c)  Within the framework of the International Hydrological Programme (IHP), special
attention will be paid to global hydrological processes, the management and rational use
of water resources, and their conservation. Ukraine is interested in establishing a
UNESCO Chair on problems of hydrology in industrial regions.

d)  Within the framework of the International Geological Correlation Programme
(IGCP), Ukraine will co-operate in the implementation of projects related to environ-
mental and social aspects of the basic and applied geosciences, and to the rational use of
natural resources.

e) Under the "Management of Social Transformations" (MOST) Programme,
UNESCO will assist Ukraine in the implementation of projects and activities aimed at
strengthening democratic principles, respect for human rights, intercultural dialogue, and
conflict-free social transformation. UNESCO will also contribute to the implementation,
by Ukrainian institutions, of the project on prevention of ethnic conflicts and promotion
of multi-ethnic democracy in Central and Eastern European countries.

6. Ukraine supports UNESCO's activity aimed at elaborating principles concerning global
ethics and the moral responsibility of scientists, particularly in respect of environmental ethics,
infoethics and human genome ethics.

7. UNESCO will co-operate with the United Nations Development Programme and the
Government of Ukraine in the recently-launched project entitled “Sustainable Human
Protection” concerning emergency preparedness and the strengthening of horizontal links in
disaster mitigation and reduction.

8. UNESCO will assist Ukraine in solving problems concerning youth, in particular young
people living in unfavourable social conditions. In this connection the Parties will continue
to further efforts to implement educational and cultural projects in the Autonomous Republic
of Crimea aimed at reintegrating youth into the new socio-economic environment.
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9. UNESCO will facilitate the access of Ukrainian scientific institutions and experts to
international data bases in the field of science and, in this context, will promote the activities
of the International Association of Academies of Sciences, based in Kiev.

10. UNESCO and the National Academy of Science of Ukraine will co-operate in the
preparation of the World Science Conference to be held in 1999.

CULTURE

1. The Parties express their readiness to strengthen the effective implementation of the
Convention concerning the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Heritage. UNESCO
will assist Ukraine in safeguarding and revitalizating its tangible and intangible heritage,
particularly its historical and architectural monuments. In so doing, UNESCO will promote
the organization of international campaigns and endorse requests for extrabudgetary
assistance. In this context UNESCO will provide support, within the framework of its regular
programme and through the World Heritage Fund and other international financial sources, for
the conservation of the World Heritage site Saint-Sophia Cathedral and Kiev-Pechersk Lavra
in Kiev and for the preservation of historic urban centres in Lviv and Kamianets-Podilsky
(both nominated for inclusion in the World Heritage List). The historic site and relics of the
Mykhailivsky Golden Dome Cathedral will also be supported to the extent possible.

2. UNESCO will provide support for the translation and publication in the Ukrainian
language of the report of the World Commission on Culture and Development "Our Creative
Diversity".

3. The Parties will make further efforts towards preventing and combating illicit trans-
boundary traffic of cultural property and will encourage its return to its countries of origin. To
this end the Parties will encourage the effective implementation of the corresponding
international conventions. Ukraine will consider the possibility of its accession to the
UNESCO/UNIDROIT Convention on Stolen or Illegally Exported Cultural Objects (1995).
UNESCO will assist Ukraine in elaborating national standard-setting instruments,
administrative measures and the national strategy on preventing and combating illicit traffic of
cultural property and in training the necessary personnel.

4. UNESCO will participate, in close co-ordination with the Ukrainian authorities, in the
implementation of a project entitled “Crimea Reconciliation through Arts and Culture:
Tolerance, Conflict Prevention and Reintegration”. The implementation of this UNHCR/
UNESCO project will contribute to the promotion of mutual understanding and appreciation
among ethnic groups of Crimea through the revitalization of their traditional popular cultures.

5. UNESCO will assist Ukraine in the implementation of projects promoting the develop-
ment of young artists, in the formulation of strategy, national legislation and programmes
designed to strengthen national production and distribution capacities in the book industry,
and in other cultural industries (cinema, music, theatre, the arts, audio-visual media) and in
matters relating to copyright.
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6. UNESCO will continue to promote the popularization of Ukrainian culture, in particular
by publishing representative works of Ukrainian literature, by supporting Ukraine's inter-
national cultural exchanges and by associating itself with the celebration of important cultural
events and anniversaries such as:

a) the hundredth anniversary of the birth of the Ukrainian poet Volodymyr Sosiura
(6 January 1998),

b)  the hundredth anniversary of the birth of the Ukrainian artist Oleksandr Sayenko
(20 August 1999),

¢) the one-thousand-one-hundredth anniversary of the Ukrainian city of Halich
(1998),

d) the hundredth anniversary of the foundation of the Polytechnical Institute of Kiev-
Ukraine Technical University (31 August 1998).

7. Ukraine will support UNESCO's efforts to prepare important international forums in the
field of culture such as the Intergovernmental Conference on Cultural and Media Policies for
Development and the Universal Forum on Cultures - Barcelona 2004.

COMMUNICATION, INFORMATION, INFORMATICS

1. The Parties will co-operate in promoting the free flow of information and the develop-
ment of independent and pluralistic media. UNESCO will provide support for the training of
personnel, for setting up modem information infrastructures and for accessing international
communication networks, particularly the Intemet. It will also provide assistance in the
formulation of a national policy and in the implementation of reforms in the field of
communication and information.

2. The Parties will co-operate in order to strengthen the effectiveness of the General
Information Programme (PGI), to facilitate access to information sources, to further the
development of library networks and archive services and to ensure the effective imple-
mentation of the "Memory of the World" programme.

3. In the field of informatics, particular emphasis will be laid on co-operation within the
framework of the Intergovernmental Informatics Programme (IIP). UNESCO will support the
Ukrainian efforts to strengthen the UNESCO/IIP Scientific Research and Training Centre of
the National Academy of Sciences and the Ministry of Education which acts as UNESCO’s
focal point for elaborating and applying information and telecommunication technologies in
science and education. UNESCO will assist the Ukrainian experts in implementing projects in
the field of virtual structures, and in enabling Ukrainian institutions to have access to the
Internet.

4. The Parties will promote the implementation of the STACCIS project, launched under
UNESCO's aegis within the framework of the Commission of the European Communities, for
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seven countries of Eastern Europe and aimed at the use of telematics in education, scientific
research and in environmental sciences.

UNESCO CLUBS, CENTRES AND ASSOCIATIONS

UNESCO will support the UNESCO Clubs Association of Ukraine by encouraging
several activities on education for peace, human rights, democracy, tolerance, non-violence
and international understanding and by assisting in the expansion of this network throughout
the country.

The Secretariat of UNESCO will co-operate closely with the National Commission of
Ukraine for UNESCO and with the office of the United Nations Resident Co-ordinator in
Ukraine in the implementation of the above-mentioned activities and projects.

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MEMORANDUM OF CO-OPERATION
BETWEEN
THE UNITED NATIONS EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC
AND CULTURAL ORGANIZATION (UNESCO)
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF UKRAINE

The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) and the
Government of Ukraine,

Bearing in mind their commitment to the ideals of peace and convinced of the importance of
collaboration among nations through education, science, culture and communication in order
to further universal respect for justice, the rule of law and human rights and fundamental
freedoms;

Acknowledging the contribution of Ukraine as an active member of UNESCO to the
programmes of the Organization;

Recognizing the important role played by UNESCO in promoting intellectual co-operation to
develop human resources, encourage the acquisition, transfer and sharing of knowledge for the
benefit of nations and promote the values of freedom, justice, dignity and solidarity, as well as
a culture of peace;

Noting the role played by Ukraine in UNESCO’s Executive Board and in several governing
bodies of intergovernmental scientific programmes, as well as the co-ordinating role of the
National Commission of Ukraine for UNESCO in stimulating inputs from the intellectual
community of Ukraine into the work of UNESCO and in implementing UNESCO activities;

Stressing the importance of regional strategies in UNESCO's programme activities responding
to the priority needs of the countries of Central and Eastern Europe, and emphasizing the
relevance of UNESCO?’s assistance to the countries of this region, in particular in the areas of
the Black Sea, the Danube and the Carpathians, for the implementation of projects and
programmes aiming at pooling and sharing resources among the participating countries when
tackling similar problems;

Have agreed as follows:

1. Ukraine confirms its adherence to the principles and aims of UNESCO and its deter-
mination to spread them at the national level.

2. In order to ensure good use of the experience gained in implementing the UNESCO

Chernobyl Programme (launched in 1991), Ukraine is prepared to participate actively in the
integrated UNESCO programme in relation to disaster prevention.
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3. Ukraine supports UNESCO's efforts to implement the transdisciplinary project
"Towards a culture of peace".

4. UNESCO will provide support for Ukraine's initiative aimed at launching a large-scale
project for the development of a culture of peace, tolerance, national and regional stability and
security in Eastern, Central and South-Eastern Europe, including the organization of an inter-
national conference on this subject.

5. UNESCO will further the development of education, science, culture, communication,
information and informatics in Ukraine and facilitate the intensification of its multilateral and
bilateral contacts in these fields. In this context UNESCO will assist Ukraine in its efforts to
secure extrabudgetary resources to finance specific projects in the fields mentioned.

6. UNESCO and Ukraine will target their joint efforts towards the priority-oriented
implementation of UNESCO's programme activities, in accordance with the Medium-Term
Strategy for 1996-2001.

EDUCATION

1. Ukraine supports UNESCO's initiatives aiming at renewing, diversifing and expanding
education systems, programmes and processes, within the framework of education throughout
life, and making them more responsive to social transformations and to the challenges of the
twenty-first century. UNESCO will assist Ukraine in the reform of the education system and
its diversification and integration into the world educational environment, as well as in the
strengthening of its potential for development and research in pedagogical sciences aimed at
enhancing the contribution of education to the development of society, and in the training of
educational personnel.

2. Convinced of the importance of environmental and preventive education and of
educating the population in the spirit of environmental ethics, Ukraine proposes to include
problems of pedagogical adaptation and psychological rehabilitation of children under stress
caused by natural hazards and technological disasters in this educational effort. Ukraine is
ready to share with the international community the experience gained in this field, in
particular in the establishment of socio-psychological rehabilitation centres.

3. Ukraine will seek to step up its support for UNESCO's preventive programmes against
drug abuse and AIDS. The Scientific and Methodological Centre for Preventive Education of
the Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine is ready to join the Network of Information
in the Field of Drug Abuse Prevention Through Education (PEDDRO), which already
includes as members three Ukrainian institutions working in the field of drug abuse
prevention.

4. UNESCO will encourage the reform of technical and vocational education in Ukraine,
mainly through its International Project on Technical and Vocational Education (UNEVOC),
